Garbage pickup is provided by Mike Brunsvold of Northwood Sanitation (phone 641-324-2242, cell 641-390-1020) once a week on Monday.  Special bags are required. The bags can be purchased at City Hall, 627 Central Ave., Northwood True Value, 96 10th Street N., Town Mart/Fast Stop, 916 Central Ave.

RECYCLING INFORMATION & INSTRUCTIONS

Recycling is picked up the 1st and 3rd Wednesdays of each month.  Each resident must purchase a 30 gal. recycling container from the City of Northwood. The container is available for $18.50 at City Hall. The container is to be left with the property should the resident move.  Place all your “clean & dry” plastics, glass, and metal items into the recycling container.  Place all your paper on top of or next to the container.  If weather looks unfavorable, please save your items until the next scheduled pickup, or cover paper and cardboard with a garbage can lid, old clothing, a large piece of cardboard, or plastic.  The plastic will be left behind.  Plastic bags may only be used to protect newsprint from moisture.  Secure all others with string or tape.

RECYCLE GUIDE
Magazines, Catalogs, Phone Books, Newsprint Inserts, Comic Books, Junk Mail can be recycled.  Must be bundled securely with string or tape or separated and tied in a paper/plastic bag and placed on top of or next to container.

Newsprint:  Inserts do not have to be removed.  Must be stacked neatly, bundled securely with string or tape and placed on top of or next to container.  Plastic bags may be used only to keep newsprint dry.

Cardboard and Pizza Boxes, clean and dry, must be flattened.  Tape or tie securely.

Magazines, Newspaper and Cardboard must be bundled separately.  If weather is unfavorable, please save until the next scheduled pickup.

Mail advertisements, file folders, notebooks

Envelopes, colored paper, onion skin paper
